General Rules for Contestants

1. All contestants must be students in good standing with their respective schools/home school organizations and currently registered in the 9th through 12th grade.
2. Contestants may participate in only one act or performance.

3. An act or performance may consist of groups of five (5) or fewer performers including an accompanist.

4. An entry fee in the amount of $10.00 per act/performance is required to defray the cost of hosting the competition.  Checks should be made payable to the Kiwanis Club of Gainesville and submitted with the entry application.  All applications, digital photo and fees must be received on or before March 2, 2012.
5. No act or performance shall exceed four (4) minutes in performance time.

6. A maximum of 20 acts/performances will be accepted first by school (first 3 per school accepted) then the remaining slots after February 24, 2012 will be filled on a first come, first accepted basis.

7. Applications will not be accepted without complete documentation and the $10.00 entry fee.

8. Effective 2010, the act is limited to vocal or instrumental performance

9. Background soundtracks that are used for vocal performances shall be instrumental only. No vocal backgrounds will be permitted

At the county level, awards will be presented to the top 4 acts or performances in the Best of Show with scholarships being awarded to the top 3 places:

1st place

2nd place
$1,500

3rd place
$1,000

The three scholarship winners will be invited to perform for the Kiwanis Club of Gainesville at their Annual Awards Luncheon at the Gainesville Civic Center at noon on Tuesday, May 8, 2012.  Parents and teachers of the performers are invited to the Awards Luncheon. 
The winning (1st place) act/performance will be submitted as an entrant in the state competition.  In the event the 1st place act/performance is unable to attend the state competition, the 2nd place act/performance will be submitted.  At the state level, The Kiwanis Memorial Foundation is providing $7500 in scholarship awards to the Best of Show winners.  Scholarships awarded at the

State Competition, as well as the County Competition, will be presented in the form of a check issued to a college or university of the student’s choice.
